Son, behold thy
mother John” (19:26-27); Sunday, March 24 (Lent 3):“My God, My God, why
hast thou forsaken me?” (Matt 27:46 & Mk 15:34); Sunday, March 31 (Lent
4):“I thirst” (John 19:28); Sunday, April 7 (Passion Sunday):“It is finished”
(John 19:30); Sunday, April 14 (Palm Sunday): “Father, into thy hands I
commend my spirit.” (Luke 23:46).

LENTEN STUDY 2019: Our Rector is leading a study throughout Lent called,
"The Prayer Book: Your Guide to Daily Living." All are invited to come for
Evening Prayer at 6:00 p.m., followed by a light supper. The study session will
begin around 7:00 p.m. and will conclude shortly after 8:00 p.m.
